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THE GHOST AND WESTWOOD

She had seen the figure several times during her two-year
stay in the rented stucco cottage set back from Brook Road.
It was now World War II and she had seen many men in
uniform but not one like this. Although from Illinois, she
recognized it as a Confederate uniform and the man wore
a black band of crepe around his left sleeve. Her son, a
Seminary student, and daughter made fun of her when she
described these encounters.

During one appearance of the figure, she testily exclaimed,
“Oh, why do you bother me so? I wish you would go away
and leave me alone!” The apparition sadly shook his head,
then vanished.

Some time later her daughter recognized a picture matching
her mother’s description, and her mother confirmed that
it was most definitely the frequent visitor. The caption
identified him as Dr. Hunter Holmes McGuire.

...she recognized it as a Confederate uniform

and the man wore a black band

of crepe around his left sleeve.

The Illinois woman knew nothing of the career of her
famous visitor. McGuire had become a doctor and professor
at age 22. When the war started he quickly rose to Medical
Director of the Army of the Shenandoah under Stonewall
Jackson and became a close friend of the general. It was
his sad duty to amputate Jackson’s right arm following
Chancellorsville, then watch him lose his battle against
pneumonia. Some say McGuire wore a black arm band to
cover a spot of Jackson’s blood on his own uniform.

After the war he became the preeminent surgeon in the
South. Though poor like most other Richmonders in those
early years, he charged a fee of $100 to act as surgeon,
awaiting the outcome of duels between Yankee officers.

In the later part of the century he tried to keep the best
medical students from going North for their training by
starting his own medical school. His University College
of Medicine was in competition with the older Medical
College of Virginia but offered a more rigorous course of
four years and included schools of dentistry and pharmacy.
After Hunter’s death, his son Stuart would combine the
two colleges.

If this was indeed the ghost of Dr. McGuire, he was
returning to the scene of a happier time in his life. In the
1880’s he bought the property, Westwood, and built a
summer cottage to get his family of 9 children away from
the heat and contagious diseases of the city. Westwood
never had orchards or crops, although the boys had a
vegetable garden.

The Seminary acquired Westwood after McGuire’s
death and converted the cottage into three apartments for
married students.

Ed. Note: The curricula and specialties of Richmond public high schools vary so much that they are better described in

Jull rather than by charts.

For high school, all of Ginter Park and the rest of north
Richmond is zoned to attend John Marshall High
School on Old Brook Road between the middle school
and the YMCA. John Marshall (pop 956, SOL pass rate:
Eng. 87, Math 91, Hist 91,Sci 89) has benefited from a
training grant for teachers of Advanced Placement classes,
resulting in a large increase in the number of students
taking and passing AP classes.

John Marshall was the site in 2010-11 of a pilot dropout
prevention program for the entire 9th. grade, using single
gender classes and emphasizing self-respect, self-control,
hard work, high aspirations, and emotional support. John
Marshall is also unique in housing an operational credit
union which students are hired to run and an early Head
Start program, which provides child care to the infants
and toddlers of some of the high school students. John

Marshall’'s boys basketball team has had an exceptional
record in recent years. Some of their alumni are currently
raising money to put lights on the football field.

Any student may apply for any opening at the other
four comprehensive high schools. If applications exceed
openings, students are selected via lottery.

Thomas Jefferson High School on Malvern Ave.
(pop. 842, SOL pass rate Eng.94, Math 90, Hist 90, sci
92) also houses the 9th and 10th grade continuation of the
middle years International Baccalaurat program and the
11th and 12th grade L.B. diploma program, which draw
students from the entire city. Because many students from
the middle school IB program elect to attend Maggie
Walker or Richmond Community for high school, there
are often openings available. It has also benefited from the

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Huguenot High School (pop. 1170, SOL pass rate
Eng.85, Math 92, Hist 77, Sci 88) will be replaced with
a new building slated to open fall of 2014. The state of
the art building will be designed to specialize in STEM
professions (Science, Math, Engineering and Technology)
and will have a partnership with VCU’s engineering school.

The three RPS high schools with competitive applications
are Richmond Community High School, Open High
School, and Franklin Military Academy.

Richmond Community High School for the gifted
(SOL Pass rates : Eng 100, Math 100, Hist 99, Sci 100)
moved Sept 2009 to a larger building on Brookland Park
Boulevard. Thus they were able to expand for 50 to 70
students per grade. One hundred per cent of their graduates
attend college. Recent graduates have included 3 Gates
Foundation Scholarship winners and an appointment to
Annapolis. Students are expected to take rigorous course
loads, including honors, AP, and dual enrollment classes.
Community service is required, as are lengthy class trips.
U.S.News and World Report has rated the school as one of
the best high schools in America.

Open High School (pop 200, SOL pass rate: Eng 99,
Math 100, Hist 100, Science 97) is located in Oregon Hill.
It was established in 1972 to provide community-based
classes in a small personal setting and has been called a
school without walls. Students take AP, dual enrollment
and college classes, perform at least 80 hours of volunteer
work, and participate in internships. Successful students
develop initiative, independence and responsibility by
the management of an individualized schedule and
successfully getting themselves around town. Over 95%
of their graduates attend college. It

Two regional Governors schools receive students from
many different localities via very competitive application
for the slots owned by their locality. These applications are
generally available in October and due December 1.

The Maggie Walker Governor’'s School for
Government and International Studies is located at
Lombardy and Leigh. It draws its student body of 760 from
12 localities. About 50 students from Richmond City are
selected annually. Graduates generally attend the most
competitive universities in the country and most go on to
graduate education. Maggie Walker has been recognized
as one of the top 24 public high schools in the nation. Their
students regularly win regional and national competitions
in academic areas, debate and minor sports.

The Appomatox Regional Governor’s School
for the Arts and Technology is located in Petersburg
and selects its student body from 12 localities viacompetitive
application and audition. Richmond City generally has 15
slots divided among the areas of dance, theater, visual arts,
music performance and technology.

All Richmond high school students may also take part-
day classes at the Richmond Technical Center on
Westwood preparing for an industry certification in a
wide variety of areas, ranging from EMT to television
production to carpentry. Culinary students prepare meals
in a commercial kitchen to sell to the public in an onsite
café, “the Bistro.”
